
Orion Jewelry Welder 
Quick Start Guide

Please read through this Quick Start Guide to assist in the setup of your Orion Jewelry Welder.  If you 
have any questions please consult the full instructions located in Chapter 1 of the Orion user manual.  
Also, you can watch Chapter 1 ïWelder Setup of the getting started video CD.



1. Place Orion so that the back 

panel is accessible and plug in the 
power cable to the power cable 
receiver 

2. Insert the argon tube into the 

argon tube receiver until it is firmly 
seated (It will stop and be firmly 
seated at approximately İò or 12mm) 

3. Align the notch and key on the 

optical unit connector and the optical 
unit receiver

Note:  The OPTICAL UNIT connector 
has 6 pins and the FOOT SWITCH 
connector only has 3 pins 

4. Tighten the connector carefully so 

as not to strip the threads

5. Align the notch and key on the foot 

switch connector and the foot switch 
receiver

6. Tighten the connector carefully so 

as not to strip the threads



7. Now place the Orion so that you 

have access to the front panel and 
place the Weld Stylus into the Weld 
Stylus holster

Note: Doing this step now will help 
prevent the Weld Stylus from falling 
and becoming damaged during the 
initial setup process

8. Align the notch of the Weld Stylus 

connector with the key on the Weld 
Stylus receiver

9. Tighten the Weld Stylus connector 

until it becomes more difficult to turn 
and notice that silver threads are now 
visible as shown above

10. Brace the Orion with one hand 

and firmly press the Weld Stylus 
connector further into the Weld Stylus 
receiver

11. Push the connector until the 

silver threads shown in step 9 are no 
longer visible 

12. Repeat steps 9 through 11 until 

only one or two black threads are 
visible on the Weld Stylus receiver



13. Locate the desired weld 

accessory (this picture shows the 
alligator clip for example) 

14. Insert the plug into one of the 

positive accessory receivers as 
shown

15. Remove the weld stylus nozzle 

and loosen the collet cap 

Note: Weld stylus is shown with 
nozzle, collet cap, and collet removed 
to show detail

16. Place a large electrode into the 

collet and tighten the collet cap until it 
is finger tight

17. Replace the stylus nozzle and 

tighten until it is finger tight
18. Your Orion is now set up and 

ready to weld
